Offering target.

This is a church mamly com-
posed of students, who are not-
ably impecunious; nor is an
abundance of wealth possessed by
their teachers. But this is also
a missionary-minded church, and

after recovery from the initial -

despair, definite plans were laid
to reach the goal: each of the
two student homes was to raise
£40, the remaining members £20.
, The students nobly bore the
brunt of the effort. A number
made great personal sacrifices
but were rewarded with the in-
.estimable joy which comes from
helping others in desperate need.
On Sunday, October 19th, about
sixty Christian soldiers, some of
them mexperlenced recruits, did
valiant battle in. the colporteur
field, and gained a victory to the
tune of 422 books and 1,811 mag-
azines' sold, all profits going to
the relief cause.

Finally, in thtee : parts, the
offering was received. From the
young men came £97; from the
young ladies, £50; from the rest
of the church, £36 a grand total
.of £183. .

E. R. Norman won prizes for the
best performances, and altogether
five full, eight three-quarters, and
twelve half scholarships were. pre-
sented for work done in North’
England, South England, and
Wales. Misses J. Smith and W.
Sisson, and Messrs P. Parker and
K. CIothler thanked the Press and
Field Missionary secretdries for
all their help, and, told of their
summer experiences.

One brother
had made several sixteeni-mile re-
turn journeys. Several were ex-
perts in one line or another—
joiners, cabinet-makers, French
polishers, lino-layers, decorators,
etc. And each gave of his best.

At last Friday evening, Nov-
ember 7th, arrived and we held
our opening meeting. Every heart
was thrilled with praise and
thanksgiving for all He had done
for us. It seemed hardly beli¢v-
able that at last we were able to
worship in a church of our own
after moving from place to place
fourteen' times during the three
years we have laboured here.

What comfortable seats! Where
did they come from? That is an-
other story. Over twenty-two
years ago, Pastor Maudsley
superintended the erection of the
Wimbledon church. This church
was bombed during the war, but
some of the chairs were salvaged
from the wreck and stored. When
this church board learned that
their former pastor was in need
of seating for the new church in
Blackpool, they readily voted to
make a gift of sufficient velvet
tip-up chairs to seat the building.

gift. Wehavereceived to date £300
as a first instalment on the price
of the property, and we shall
bend all our enegies 16 clearing
the remainder of the debt as rap-
idly as possible.

Now we shall be able
to ‘plan a fuller programme. We
have now Sunday evening and
evening services in
addition to Sabbath morning and
afterno_on meetings.

The Campaigns in Progress

IN the last issue of the
MESSENGER I was able 1o give a
report of two campaigns being
conducted at a distance froth each
other. T'o-day I can give some in-
formation concerning two cam-
paigns which are neighbours in
London and both on the north
side of the Thames.

Sunday, November 30th, was a
raw day with heavy frost and fog.
Nevertheless at the Kentish Town
Baths about a hundred people
had gathered to hear Pastor G.
Bell speak on the subject of “God
Amid the Shadows.” Pastor. Bell
has advertised extensively and has
issued some good bills. The fact
that the response from the begin—
ing has béeén only moderate is
due to the fact:that paople are
used to comfort in the cinemas
and theatres and are not attracted
:these days. unless the hall is well
*kriown® ahd populdr. - Wheén the
truth grips one, he does not con-
sider these matters too much,. but
initially it is essential to obtaxn
the better halls and provide at-
tractive programmes. This is an
important point that must be con-

\sidéred in our” evangelistic ‘pro-
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gramme. Pastor Bell, however,
had no alternative, for the Baths
was the only place available to
him. The speaker, however, had
sought to neutralize the bleakness
of the hall by good music, an
attractive film, and by a unique-
ness in the presentation of his
subject. Sister M. Guenin rend-
ered three solos. The rich con-
tralto voice came from a full
throat and, we believe, from a
fuller heart as the appealing story
of Calvary’s love was told in
song. A “talkie” film was given at
the close of the ‘address, giving
the story of the raising of Jairus’
daughter. Many do not read
their Bibles these days and the
screening of such films must
arrest many and cause them to
open the Book of Wonders and
read for themselves.

The service was designed to
give an elementary understanding
of the tabernacle, its services and
furniture. On one side of the plat-
form stood a large cross of gold.
On the other side the speaker
had a concealed chart which was
extended and illuminated by a
powerful footlight at the appro-
priate moment. The chart was a
pictorial representation of the
Israelite camp in the wilderness.
The sanctuary’s roof, one golden
side and wveil were all attached to
the chart and removed éasily as
the evangelist developed his
theme. In this way the furniture
in the first apartment was first
disclosed and finally, as the veil
was removed, the ark of the cove-

At this stage an-
other chart was drawn into place
showing this most holy article in
more detail, By a clever divice the
front was opened and there were
seen the two tables of stone upon
which were written the Ten
Commandments. As each part of
the sanctuary was explained the
minister turned to the cross and
explained all in Calvary’s light
and love,

The next Sunday I was able
to attend the Walthamstow mis-
sion which had such a good be-
ginning. Unfortunately Pastor
S. G. Hyde has not been able to
have the continuous use of the
splendid Assembly Hall which
has been already described in this
paper. On the-evening of Dec-
ember 7th the evangelist and
some 250 people were temporarily
found in the Lloyd Park Hall, .
near the Assembly Hall. Pastor
Hyde expects to be back in the
much better building next week.
His subject for the evening of
my visit was “Palestine Aflame.”
Brother A. Farthing was con-
ducting some good choruses up-
on my arrival, which the people
were evidently enjoying. As these
finished, Pastor Hyde went
straight into the service and sub-
ject for the hour. The speaker
briefly, yet comprehenswely, sur-
veyed the present position in
Palestine and showed how three
great religions were interested in
this small but strategic portion of
the earth. Nevertheless he pointed
out that God had a policy for
Palestine and that an eternal
mandate had been given to Abra-
ham. Through materialism, his
successors had lost sight of the
spiritual implication leading to
the rejection and. crucifixion of
the Lord. God still has a Zionist
Policy which will triumph. To-
day even the Christian churches
are supporting.a human Zionist
Policy which the speaker de-
clared is doomed to failure
because it is contrary to the age-
long plan of God. Zionism, to-

‘day, is largely espoused by anti-

religious peoplc Was Christ to
return to reigi as King over
atheism? It was fantastic. No.
Godless Zion in Palestine was
leading the world to 4 great crisis
in which the word Armageddon
had a meaning. Then the speaker

powerfully showed how the
Abrahamic mandate would be
fulfilled when Christ came to
gather together and rule over
those believing in Him out of
every nation and tongue. The
capital would be a New Jerusalem
and not the present city hallowed
through sentiment and tradition.
A strong appeal was made to
know the Word and so avoid
being caught up in the meshes of
falsehood. “Palestine Aflame” is
one of the signals of the ap-
proaching end, therefore we must
“watch and pray.”

A brief prayer followed sealing
a strong, convincing presentation
of a timely topic. All listened
with fixed attention and I felt a
good message had been preached,
leaving many with the determina-
tion to throw off all lethargy and
be ready to meet the coming Sav-
iour.
